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Misunderstanding, betrayal, denial, and desertion are key 
words in characterizing the Twelve in their relationship with 
Jesus.  Yet, at table, just before the disciples’  ultimate 
defection, Jesus takes bread, blesses it, breaks it, and gives it 
to them, saying, “This is my body—for you.”  At the moment 
they turn against him, Jesus turns toward them and announces 
the new covenant, binding himself to them forever. 
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“ Remember God loves you”  
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MAUNDY THURSDAY 
 
Tonight we will remember the sacrament of foot washing Jesus inaugurated on the same night he 
was betrayed, when he first shared the Lord’s Supper with his disciples.  In those days, many people 
went barefoot or simply wore sandals as protection for their feet.  As a result the feet became very 
dirty.  So it was the custom for the servants of the household to wash the feet of guests as they enter 
a residence. 
 
In offering to wash the feet of his disciples, Jesus took the role of a servant and gave them an 
example to follow.  “I, your Lord and Teacher have just washed your feet.  I have set an example 
for you, so that you will do just as I have done for you... As I have loved you, so you must love one 
another, then everyone will know you are my disciples.”   (John 13:14-15, 34-35  GNB) 
 
In our world today, shoes protect our feet.  It is our hands that are dirty and need to be washed as we 
gather for a meal.  Just as the foot washing in Jesus’  time symbolized a willingness to serve and be 
served, so tonight we offer hand washing as a symbol of the same.  Tonight you are invited to join 
in this rarely practiced act of remembrance as we join in covenantal unity to become Jesus’  
disciples in our world.
