SERMON “Jesus, the Son of Man” Rev. Emily McColl 
 

The phrase “Son of Man” is used eighty-one times in the gospels, usually by Jesus.  It 
was his favorite self-description.  The phrase was introduced in the Old Testament 
where it can also be translated “human being” or “mortal.”  But not just any mortal.  

From at least the time people read Daniel’s prophecy, they understood the Son of Man 
to be the human who comes from heaven.
