Scripture:  John 20:24-31  

• Doubting does not mean you don’t believe 
• To doubt is to be of “two minds” 
• To believe or disbelieve is to be of “one mind” 

 
• Doubting is easy — you don’t have to do anything 
• To believe (have faith) requires you to live as if it were true 

 
• Faith has its reasons 
• The Christian’s reason:  Jesus Christ is risen from the dead 

 
• Faith is more than a proof or explanation 
• Faith is not an emotion 

 
• Faith is a choice! 
• As a choice faith: 
♦ arises in the midst of doubts 
♦ is available to all 
♦ re-orients our lives 

  
• Faith is more powerful that a proof
