Sunday School Classes for Children & Youth

Divine Initiative – We conclude our series on predestination by showing 
God’s initiative in salvation and its relationship to evangelism.  Man’s condition of 
‘total depravity’ leaves us completely unable to save ourselves and thus 
completely dependent upon the divine initiative in order to be saved.  We are to 
continue to fulfill the command to preach the Gospel, believing it to be the 
privileged means through which a sovereign God saves.  In this lecture, Dr. 
Sproul explains that God alone initiates salvation as a gift, and he cautions against 
passivity in preaching the Gospel.
