The learning objectives are to be able to 
distinguish between contradiction, paradox, and antinomy, to be able to 
recognize and avoid religious-sounding reasons for being irrational and to 
recognize that words change in their meaning with use and misuse.  DVD with 
Dr. Sproul.
